AGRICULTURE DEPARTMENT

AG100  Intro to Agriculture Industry  -- A & B Regional course #A100
Formerly  Basic Ag Science 

& Pre-Vet Science
PRERQUISITE:  None   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 9,10,11
DESCRIPTION:  This orientation course provides an opportunity for students to learn how the agricultural industry is organized; its major components; the economic influence of agriculture at state, national, and international levels; and the scope and types of job opportunities in the agricultural field. Basic concepts in animal science, plant science, soil science, horticulture, natural resources, agribusiness management, agricultural and technology will be presented. The development of  SAE and FFA, leadership, employability and computer skills will also be taught. 
AG110  Basig Ag Science -- A or B Regional cousre#A200

Formerly Crops & Soils Science

PRERQUISITE:  None   
REQUIRED: Elective 9,10,11
DESCRIPTION:  This orientation course builds on the basic skills and knowledge gained in the Introduction to the Agricultural Industry course. Major units of instruction include advanced plant science, soil science, animal science, and agricultural mechanics. Applied science and math skills and concepts will be stressed throughout the course as they relate to each area. The development of leadership, employability and computer skills will also be taught. Because FFA and SAEP’s are integral components of this course, students are encouraged to maintain SAEP’s and to participate in activities of the FFA organization. 
AG215  Agricultural Construction and Technology -- A & B Regional cousre#A410

Length of course: 1 year  - Formerly  Welding and Home Repair
PRERQUISITE:  None   
REQUIRED: Elective 10, 11, and 12
DESCRIPTION:  (Formerly Welding/Basic Home Maintenance) This course will concentrate on expanding student’s knowledge and experiences with agricultural mechanics technologies utilized in the agricultural industry and already introduced in the Basic Agricultural Mechanics problem areas.  Units of instruction should provide applications within the following integrated systems:  Machinery and Equipment; Environmental/Natural Resources; Structures; Energy; and Industrial Marketing.  Examples of units that may be included here are Design, Construction, Fabrication, and Maintenance; Welding; Electricity/Electronics; Management; and Employability Skills.  Microcomputer applications are utilized as they relate to each instructional unit.  Because FFA and SAEP’s are integral components of this course, students are encouraged to maintain SAEP’s and to participate in activities of the FFA organization.
AG 245  Agricultural Power Mechanics  -- A & B Regional cousre#A305

Formerly called Intro to Mechanics and Ag Power
PRERQUISITE:  None   
REQUIRED: Elective for 10,11,12
DESCRIPTION:  This course includes units on careers in Ag. mechanics, safety, power, tools, and engine principles, maintenance, and trouble shooting of both small 4-stroke engines as well as large multi-cylinder engines. Students will be required to disassemble and rebuild a small gas engine.
AG220  BSAA-- Biological Science Applications in Agriculture -- A or B Regional cousre#A301

PREREQUISITE:  Basic Ag Science OR Biology 101 OR IPS 101 
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 11, 12
DESCRIPTION:  BSAA is designed to reinforce and extend students’ understanding of science by associating basic scientific principles and concepts with relevant applications in agriculture. This 

course will deepen students’ understanding of both the content and the process of science through the use of numerous laboratory experiments and exercises.  Students can also participate in a supervised agricultural experience program and activities of the FFA.
AG230  PSAA -- Physical science applications in agriculture -- A or B Regional cousre#A303


Prerequisite: None

REQUIRED: Elective for grades 11, 12
DESCRIPTION:  PSAA is designed to reinforce and extend students’ understanding of science by associating basic scientific principles and concepts with relevant applications in agriculture. This course will deepen students’ understanding of both the content and the process of science through the use of numerous laboratory experiments and exercises.  Students can also participate in a supervised agricultural experience program and activities of the FFA.
AG260  Horticulture Production & Management  -- A & B Regional cousre#A420

Formerly Horticulture & Landscaping
PRERQUISITE:  none   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 9,10,11,12
DESCRIPTION:  (Hort. Science/Landscape Turf Mgt.) This course concentrates on two important areas of horticulture.  Major units of study include growing greenhouse cps, producing nursery crops, designing floral arrangements, operating a flower shop, and operating a garden center.  The principals of landscape design covered include the areas of design, installation of trees and shrubs, and pruing and maintenance of the landscape.  Agribusiness units will be introduced in merchandising, advertising, and displaying horticulture products, as well as selling horticultural products and services. Leadership skill development is an integral part of this program and is delivered through career and technical student organization (FFA) activities. Individualized instruction and learning reinforcement are provided through SAPE’s maintained by each student.
ART DEPARTMENT

ART101 & 102  Basic Art – A & B
PRERQUISITE:  None   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 9, 10, 11, 12
DESCRIPTION:  First and second semesters will include the following content: drawing, perspective, colored pencil, poster-making, acrylic paints, watercolor paints, the principles and elements of art.
ART451 & 452 – ADVANCED ART – A &/OR B

PREREQUISITE:  ART 101 & 102 – BASIC ART

REQUIRED:  Elective for grades 10, 11, 12

DESCRIPTION: This course is intended to provide students opportunities to develop individual talents and preferences. Using various artistic media will be encouraged. Students are required to participate in yearly art shows.  All projects require advanced teacher approval and must be based on photographs, real life or imagination. Students must be able to take honest criticism from teacher or peers and willing to implement suggestions for improvement of projects.

BUSINESS DEPARTMENT

B111  Keyboarding  -- A or B Regional cousre#B100

PRERQUISITE:  none   
REQUIRED: Required for grade 9  (begins with class of 2005) Elective for grades 9, 10, 11, 12 (through class of 2004)
DESCRIPTION:  This course includes the following: learning the keyboard, developing speed and accuracy, correcting errors, keyboarding term papers, and personal letters, all of which will help in college.  Major emphasis is placed on keyboarding technique, proofreading, and correcting errors.  During this course, emphasis is also placed on the use of punctuation, capitalization skills, and formatting.
B121  Computer Concepts and Software Applications -- A or B Regional cousre#B101

PRE-REQUISITE:  Keyboarding I (B 111)   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 9, 10, 11, 12
DESCRIPTION:  Computer Concepts and Software Applications is an orientation-level course a student takes in his/her education sequence to develop awareness and understanding of computer concepts, software, and equipment available for personal and/or business use. Specific units of instruction include: basic functions and related operational skills of a computer system and use of the computer for word.
B125  Computer Concepts and Software Applications II -- A or B
PRERQUISITE:  B121 Computer Concepts and Software Applications I   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 10, 11, 12
DESCRIPTION:  This course continues on from Computer Concepts and Software Applications I.  Other programs will be explored including Microsoft Word.. Major projects are a school newspaper,Excel and Power Point.  The internet will be used for some projects.
B126  Computer Concepts and Software Applications III -- A or B
PRERQUISITE:  B 122 Computer Concepts and Applications II   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 10, 11, 12
DESCRIPTION:  This course is a continuation of the concepts and skills taught in Computer Concepts and Software Applications II.  Web design will be introduced.   Major projects will include design a, personal web page.  The Internet will be explored and used in creating documents and reports.
B301 & 302 Principles of Accounting & Managerial Accounting

                 -- A & B Regional cousre#B300

PRE-REQUISITE:  None   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 11, 12
DESCRIPTION:  This course includes learning experiences that develop initial and basic skills used in classifying, recording, verifying and maintaining numerical data involved in financial control.  Accounting I is a skill level course that is of value to all students pursuing a strong background in business, marketing, and management.  Instruction provides information on keeping financial records, summarizing them for convenient interpretation by preparing financial reports, analyzing them to provide assistance to management for decision making, recording transactions.  In addition to stressing basic fundamentals and terminology of accounting, instruction shall provide initial understanding for career opportunities in the accounting field.  Practice sets with business papers will be used to emphasize actual business records management.  (No longer fulfills a math requirement beginning with the class of 2007)

B352  Applied Job Skills (Office Procedure) -- A or B
PRERQUISITE:  B 121 Computer Applications I   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 11, 12
DESCRIPTION:  This course covers the following topics: How to write a resume and a cover letter to get the job you want, how to conduct yourself in an interview, and how to dress for an interview and work.  You learn how to get along with co-workers, employer, and your customers or clients. And how to listen, and how nonverbal communication is involved in all relationships.  This is a very good course for anyone planning to work in the everyday workplace.  The class is mainly for seniors but juniors may also  take it.

B360 Small Business Management/Entrepreneurship Aor B

Pre-Requisite: Grade 11 or12

Elective: Grades 11 & 12
Description:  Small business management/Entrepreneurship is an upper-class subject to enhance the skills of college bound students and what it would feel like to own their own business. The class introduces small business and covers all the necessary steps needed to start a business.  The final project gives the student the opportunity to research and create their own business from the ground up by preparing a business plan, which is one of the most important aspect of starting a business.



Communicative Arts department

CA101&102  English I – A & B
PREREQUISITE:  None   
REQUIRED: Required for grade 9
DESCRIPTION: Students will read, comprehend, interpret, evaluate, and use written material in this course.  Students will draw inferences from text such as unknown vocabulary, causal relationships, author’s purpose, character’s emotions and motives, and mood and tone using the information from the text and from the reader’s knowledge.  English grammar is emphasized.  Romeo and Juliet  and The Odessey are the  main focus of study along with the novels, Red Badge of Courage  and  The Devil’s Arithmetic: a Holocaust story.  Narrative, Descriptive, Creative, Expository, Comparison, and cause/effect writing are composed.
CA201 & 202  English II – A&B
PREREQUISITE:  CA 101 English IA 
REQUIRED: Required for grade 10
DESCRIPTION: Students will read, comprehend, interpret, evaluate, and use written material in this course.  Students will draw inferences from text such as unknown vocabulary, causal relationships, author’s purpose, character’s emotions, and motives, and mood and tone using the information from the text and from the reader’s knowledge.  English grammar is emphasized.  Julius Caesar is a main focus of study along with Shakespeare’s A Midsummer Night’s Dream.  Descriptive, Creative, Persuasive, Comparison, and Cause/Effect writing are composed.  A short research paper will be written.
CA220  Communications (Speech) -- A or B 
PRERQUISITE:  Sophomore class standing   
REQUIRED: Elective
DESCRIPTION:  This is a basic speech course designed to prepare students with the basic tools of oral presentations.  Students will learn to prepare and deliver informative, persuasive, etc., speeches as well as study interpretive reading, radio, television, and debate. This course may also receive BlackHawk East College credit if a student earns a C or higher.

CA301  English III -- A
PRERQUISITE:  CA 201&202 (ENG II A&B) or instructor’s permission   
REQUIRED: Required for grade 11
DESCRIPTION:  Basic grammar skills studied include agreement, correct pronoun usage, clear reference, correct verb usage, placement of modifiers, common usage problems, and punctuation.  Sentence and paragraph structure are studied with process-writing and literature-based essays assigned.  American literature is presented including essays, autobiographies, short stories, poetry, novels, and dramas.  Meets the state requirement for writing intense course. (P.A. 94-0676)
CA302  English III  -- B
PRERQUISITE:  CA 201 & 202 (English I & II) or instructor’s permission   
REQUIRED: Required for grade 11
DESCRIPTION:  Basic grammar and punctuation skills are stressed. Writing units include comparison-contrast, cause-effect, persuasion papers as well as a position research paper. Literature units include American novels, poetry, short stories, and drama. Meets the state requirement for writing intense course. (P.A. 94-0676)
CA401  English IV  -- A
PRERQUISITE:  CA 301 & 302 or instructor’s permission   
REQUIRED: Elective for grade 12 (recommended for college)
DESCRIPTION:  Advanced theme and composition organization and development are explored.  English and Western literature is presented in a chronological format exploring classics such as Greek mythology, Antigone, Oedipus, Beowulf, Canterbury Tales, MacBeth, Hamlet, etc.
CA402  English IV -- B
PREREQUISITE:  CA 201 & 202 or instructor’s permission   
REQUIRED: Elective for grade 12/ recommended for college
DESCRIPTION:  Writing units include the writing of editorials, argumentative papers, critical reviews, and a research paper. English and Western literature is covered up to and including the 20th Century. Critical papers, individual and group projects are also required. 
CA 501 & 502 COLLEGE ENGLISH A&B 

PREREQUISITE: Must have a C or higher in CA301 &302 ,instructor’s permission and must score    minimum score on Compass Test given at Blackhawk.  Student must purchase text book.


REQUIRED:  Elective for grade 12/-recommended for college

DESCRIPTION: Students enrolled in this course will receive college credit from Blackhawk East as well as high school credit.  This credit is transferable to most institutions of higher learning. This course is designed for students who are competent in the fundamentals of composition. Students will write essays using a variety of expository strategies and will apply standard techniques of documentation when appropriate.

FAMILY AND CONSUMER SCIENCE DEPARTMENT
F111  Foods & Nutrition -- A Regional cousre#F201

PRERQUISITE:  None   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 9, 10, 11, 12
DESCRIPTION:  This course includes basic classroom and laboratory experiences needed to develop knowledge and understanding of food principles and applied nutrition.     Emphasis will be on safety, equipment, nutrition, and food buying preparation.
F121  Clothing and Textiles -- B Regional cousre#101

PRERQUISITE:  None   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 9,10,11,12
DESCRIPTION:  This course includes classroom and laboratory experiences that will provide students with the knowledge and understanding to help them meet their clothing needs.  Emphasis is on clothing maintenance, use and care of sewing equipment, and basic construction skills. STUDENTS WILL FURNISH THEIR OWN SEWING MATERIALS.

F321 ADVANCED FOODS AND NUTRITION Offered Odd years


PREREQUISITE: Food and Nutrition, F111


REQUIRED: Elective for 10,11,12

DESCRIPTION: This course is designed to provide students with the opportunity to learn advanced   

              techniques in food preparations and advance their knowledge in nutrition and healthy diets. While  

              the emphasis will be on nutrition and food preparations, this course will include units on 

              occupational skills, diet analysis and creative cuisine. 

F322 ADVANCED CLOTHING AND TEXTILES Offered Odd years


PREREQUISITE: Clothing and Textiles, F121


REQUIRED: Elective for grades 10,11,12

DESCRIPTION: This course will build on concepts learned in the beginning Clothing and Textiles class.  New techniques will be taught, such as applying zippers, buttonholes, and beginning tailoring  techniques.   STUDENTS WILL FURNISH THEIR OWN SEWING MATERIALS.
F130  Parenting -- A Regional cousre#F420

PREREQUISITE:  None   
REQUIRED: Elective 

Description: This course is designed to help students think through the responsibilities, satisfactions, and stresses of parenthood.  Special attention is given to preparing for parenthood, family planning, prenatal development, pregnancy and childbirth.  Many types of parenting situations are examined.  Various types of parenting crisis are emphasized.  The class discussion includes caring and guiding importance for readiness for parenthood. 
F131 Child Development – B Regional cousre#F200

PRERQUISITE:  Parenting is a Prerequisite of Child Development   
REQUIRED: Elective
DESCRIPTION: The emphasis of this course is on the development of the child.  Students learn about the different areas of growth and development -physical, emotional, social, and cognitive – and what parent and caregivers can do to encourage, nurture, and stimulate each area of development.  This class focuses on ways to encourage and guide children’s behavior.  Students learn about moral development, communication skills, and guidance techniques.  They learn how to handle common behavior problems and why punishment and child abuse are not appropriate guidance techniques.  Students will understand how parenting is much more than just meeting the physical needs of children.
F150  INTERPERSONAL RELATIONSHIPS – A OR B

PREREQUISITE: None

REQUIRED: Elective for grade 10, 11 or 12

DESCRIPTION: Course Description: This class will integrate contemporary family issues and teach students to accept responsibility, build relationships, and strengthen values.  It will help students address family challenges such as divorce, financial problems, death, family violence, and substance abuse.  Students will develop skills in the areas of communication, leadership, management, resolving conflict, and problem solving.  Career opportunities will be explored.
F201  Living Environments -- A or B Regional cousre#F320 Offered Even number years

PRERQUISITE:  None   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 9,10,11,12
DESCRIPTION:  This course is designed to acquaint the students with the knowledge and skills necessary for the management of the home living environment.  The application of art principles, selection and care of housing, and selection, care, and arrangement of home furnishings are emphasized.  Learning experiences are designed to provide students with the basic knowledge and skills needed to select, acquire, maintain and manage living environments that meet the needs of occupants.  The selection and care of housing and furnishes are related to factors such as social-economic conditions, individual tastes, psychological effects, aesthetic values, are principles, safety, sanitation, and energy conservation.  The course content includes the following duty areas: locating and managing housing using goal settings and decision-making skills; evaluating living space to meet basic needs; creating and maintaining living environments; ensuring health and safety; selecting appropriate resources in creating living environments; applying housing and home management choices relating to changing family/individual and career patterns.  Emphasis will be placed on the application of basic management principals as they relate to the environment.
F211  Resource Management -- A or B Regional cousre#F322

PRERQUISITE:  Senior Class Standing   
REQUIRED: Required for grade 12
DESCRIPTION:  (Consumer Education) Learning experiences focus on the understanding and skills needed to make decisions about the use of resources and prevention strategies which contribute to and improved quality of life.  The course content includes the following duty areas: utilizing resources and consumer information by applying goal-setting and decision-making skills, evaluating use of resources to meet social, physical, and psychological needs; maintaining health standards by applying safety information; applying consumer rights and responsibilities in the marketplace; accomplishing mutual goals by utilizing human resources; and analyzing resource/consumer management skills necessary for present and future decisions.  This course meets the requirement for consumer education instruction as required by the School Code of Illinois (Section 27-12.1)

F311  Adult Living -- A or B Regional cousre#F422 offerend even number years

PRERQUISITE:  None   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 10, 11, 12
DESCRIPTION:  The emphasis in this course of human development from adolescence through maturity.  Special attention is placed on self-understanding, relationship within the family and with others, preparation for marriage, human sexuality, and dealing with family crises.  This course is designed to assist individuals and families in achieving life satisfaction through responsible participation as adults in the home, community, and workplace.  Emphasis is placed on the development of prevention strategies which will assist individuals in responding to situations in terms of their short and long-range plans, demonstrating goal-setting and decision making skills; evaluating and adapting basic needs to assume roles and responsibilities; recognizing and following health practices that assist in coping, selecting, and using resources to enhance individual growth and development; developing effective relationships to promote communication with others; and evaluating family and career changes as to the impact on individuals.  Various resources to assist with life problems are explored.
FOREIGN LANGUAGE DEPARTMENT

FL151 & 152  Spanish I -- A & B
Recommended that student  have a “C” average or higher in basic English courses
PRERQUISITE:  None   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 9, 10, 11, 12
DESCRIPTION:  This course is an introduction through the development of written, oral and listening skills.  The study of Spanish culture, people, customs included. 
FL251 & 252  Spanish II -- A & B
PRERQUISITE:  FL 151 & 152 (Spanish 1)   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 10, 11, 12
DESCRIPTION:  This course begins with a brief review of all grammar and vocabulary learned in Spanish I.  Then, advanced grammar is introduced as written, oral, listening, and reading skills are enhanced.  Cultural Units on speaking countries, their history, food and customs are included.
FL351 & 352  Spanish III -- A & B
PRERQUISITE:  FL 251 & 252 (Spanish 2)   
REQUIRED: Elective for Grades 11, 12
DESCRIPTION:  This course further develops the four basic skills of a language: listening, speaking, reading, and writing.  In this course, we will review and use vocabulary and grammatical skills from level II.  In addition, the student is introduced to literature of all types: newspaper articles, essays, poetry, and short stories in Spanish.
FL451 & 452  Spanish IV -- A & B
PRERQUISITE:  FL 351 & 352 (Spanish 3)   
REQUIRED: Elective for grade 12
DESCRIPTION:  This course expands the practical vocabulary needed for active language use, as well as maintains and expands the grammar of previous levels.  There is an introduction to literary works by authors from Spain and Latin America.  The cultural emphasis will be greatest in literature, art, music, and history of the Hispanic people. This course may also receive BlackHawk East College credit if a student earns a C or higher.

LIFE SKILLS COURSES

lif200  Drivers Education (L.F.) -- A or B
PRERQUISITE:  Sophomore class standing (six academic credits) 15 years of age  
REQUIRED: Required for grade 10
DESCRIPTION:  One semester course; requirements of 30 hours classroom, 3-6 hours behind the wheel.  This course will be consistent of the guidelines of “The Driving Task” in the man-machine system.  Topics of study will be psychological aspects of driving, physical fitness of the driver, alcohol, drugs, traffic laws, (both natural and manmade), driving in the country, driving in town, driving on freeways, driving in adverse conditions, buying a car, insuring a car, automatic and standard controls, and automobile maneuvers.  The classroom and behind-the-wheel phases are offered as an integrated course.  Each student will be required to pay all fees for a driving permit. Students MUST pass the 30 hours of classroom drivers education before being allowed to take the “behind the wheel” (BTW) portion of the course.
lif101 & 102  Fitness -- A & B
PRE-REQUISITE:  None   
REQUIRED: Six semesters for graduation
DESCRIPTION:  This course will allow the student to participate in an optimum fitness program which will stress individual weight room training, conditioning and aerobic training exercises.  It has been proven that routine exercise programs and good nutrition do have lifetime benefits for the participant if continued on a regular basis.  This course is open to both boys and girls. Physical Education may be waivered by the administration under certain conditions. Students with a medical excuse must have a current doctor’s statement on file.
lif103 & 104  Fitness -- A & B
PRE-REQUISITE:  None   
REQUIRED: Elective for grade 11, 12
DESCRIPTION:  This course will allow the student to participate in an optimum fitness program which will stress individual weight room training, conditioning and aerobic training exercises.  It has been proven that routine exercise programs and good nutrition do have lifetime benefits for the participant if continued on a regular basis.  This course is open to both boys and girls. Mathematics department

Graduation requires that two semesters of math be at Algebra I or higher.

MA101 & 102  Algebra  a -- A & B
PRERQUISITE:  Teacher Recommendation

REQUIRED: DESCRIPTION:  This course consists of a study of our number system and basic algebraic concepts such as working with integers, solving simple equations, work problems, fractions, data analysis, geometric concepts, and probability. This course prepares students for Algebra I concepts.
MA       ALGEBRA B – 

PRERQUISITE:  Algebra A


DESCRIPTION:  This is a continuation of ALG A.  This course prepares students for Algebra I.  
MA201 & 202  Algebra  I -- A & B
PRERQUISITE:  PreAlgebra (or 8th grade math) with C or better or math teacher recommendation   
REQUIRED: Graduation requirement beginning with the class of 2006. 

DESCRIPTION:  The study of our number system and the application of the field postulates to aid in solving algebraic problems and their application. includes the concepts of relations and functions, graphing, solving systems of equations and data analysis. The second semester continues studying exponents, radicals, polynomials, factoring, and the quadratic functions along with rational expressions. Meets the state requirement for Algebra I content. (P.A. 94-0676)
Ma     
Applied Geometry – A & B


PREREQUISITE:  ALGEBRA 1

Description:  The study of plane and solid (three dimensional) figures. Emphasis is placed on properties of the real numbers, elementary logic ,geometric construction, and accumulation of important geometric facts. Meets the state requirement for Geometry content.(P.A. 94-0676)
MA211 & 212  Plane Geometry -- A & B
PREREQUISITE:  Algebra 1

REQUIRED: Elective for: 10,11,12
DESCRIPTION:  The study of plane and solid (three dimensional) figures. Emphasis is placed on properties of the real numbers, elementary logic and proof, geometric construction, and accumulation of important geometric facts. Meets the state requirement for Geometry content.(P.A. 94-0676)

MA221 & 222  Algebra II -- A & B
PREREQUISITE:  Algebra 1

REQUIRED: Elective for grades 9,10,11,12
DESCRIPTION:  An in-depth study of procedures learned in Algebra I, with a better look at the field of postulates and the nature of proof required in a deductive system.  An in-depth study of procedures learned in algebra I, with advanced work on quadratics and their practical applications. An extension of the number system to the complex numbers and an introduction to matrices, logarithmic functions, sequences, conic sections, and probability. . Meets the state requirement for Algebra I content. (P.A. 94-0676)
MA 329 & 330 MATH 091


PREREQUISITED: Algebra1 and Plane or Applied Geometry


REQUIRED: Elective for grades 11 & 12

DESCRIPTION: This math class is is offered through Black Hawk College and is designed for those students who have completed Algebra I and  a Geometry.  In this course, algebra, geometry, and a variety of other math topics will be explored.  If students go on to further their education, this would be a good class to take in order to keep their math skills sharp.  

MA301 & 302  Advanced Math -- A & B
PREREQUISITE:  Algebra 1 and /or Algebra 2, Plane Geometry. All three courses recommended

REQUIRED: Elective for grade 11 and 12
DESCRIPTION:  The study of trigonometry and analytic geometry.
MA340 & 341 Probability and Statistics


PREREQUISITE:  Algebra 2


REQUIRED:  Elective for grades 11 & 12

DESCRIPTION: This is a full-year course that will provide an introduction to statistics, working with data and statistical ideas.  Topics discussed include but are not limited to:  describing, exploring, and comparing data; probability fundamentals; probability distributions; variance; experiment design, and correlation and regression.  This course can be taken simultaneously with Advanced Math (MA301 & 302)

MA401 & 402  Pre-Calculus -- A & B
PRERQUISITE:  

REQUIRED: Elective for grade 12
DESCRIPTION:  This course will be offered in conjunction with Mathematica(Calculus). The availability of the mathematica program will be used when possible so the students can learn to apply its capability to solve equations, manipulate algebraic expressions and draw graphs. Not only will the student use mathematica to solve problems but also to explain the “why” and “how” of the process. Topics that will be covered: combinations, permutations, sequences, series, and mathematical induction. A review of advanced math topics may be covered. Other topics could be developed if time permits.
MA411& 412  Mathematica -- A & B
PRERQUISITE:  Enrollment in or completion of (Math 301 & 302) Advanced Math   
REQUIRED: Elective for grade 12
DESCRIPTION:  Calculus on the computer using the program Mathematica may be taken for college credit at the University of Illinois, (this will result in a fee for college tuition.) Assignments and work are received and sent over the phone modem to the U. of I. The course is a semi-independent study course with help available in the computer lab at the University certain hours of the day. The student will use E-mail communication system.
MA351 & 352  Computer Programming I  -- A & B
PRERQUISITE:  Algebra I (Math 201 & 202) required; Algebra II (Math 221 &222) highly recommended / if you have not had Algebra II you need to have permission from instructor. (One semester of keyboarding is recommended, but not required) 
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 9, 10, 11, 12
DESCRIPTION:  In the first semester, the student will learn to program using BASIC (Beginner’s All-purpose Symbolic Instruction Code).  All topics through subscripted variables will be covered. Second semester topics will include text files, graphics, and special projects . These classes are limited to an enrollment equal to the number of available computers.
MA451 & 452  Computer Programming II  C++ -- A & B
PRERQUISITE:  Computer Programming I (Math 501 & 502) / or permission from the instructor   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 10, 11, 12
DESCRIPTION:  Students will learn programming in the language of C++.  This course can be retaken up to a total of two years.

MA461 & 462 Computer ProgramminG II Visual Basic

PRERQUISITE:  Computer Programming I (Math 501 & 502) / or permission from the instructor   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 10, 11, 12
DESCRIPTION:  Students will learn programming in the language of Visual Basic.  This course can be retaken up to a total of two years.

MUSIC DEPARTMENT

MU101 & 102  Band -- A & B
PRERQUISITE:  Prior band experience and consent of instructor   
REQUIRED: Elective for Grades 9, 10, 11, and 12
DESCRIPTION:  Study of band literature to gain proficiency and appreciation of all forms of band music including overtures, suites, marches, jazz, rock, and other forms.  In addition to the study of band literature, additional emphasis will be put on music history.  Participants are required to perform in all marching band activities, concert band concerts, special programs, music festivals, and contests.  A rigorous study of music theory will be conducted throughout the course.  Proficiency will be evaluated by performance and examination to determine theory knowledge.
MU111 & 112  Chorus -- A & B
PRERQUISITE:  None   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 9, 10, 11, 12
DESCRIPTION:  Choral Study to gain proficiency, knowledge and appreciation of all forms of choral music; i.e., sacred, secular, folk, popular show tunes and other types.  A study of music theory will be conducted throughout the course.  Participants will also take part in concerts, special programs, music festivals and contests.
science department

SC101 & 102  General Science -- A & B


Formeryl Introduction to physical science
PRERQUISITE:  none   
REQUIRED: Required for grade 9
DESCRIPTION:  This course is a lab science that will provide introductory information in a wide variety of physical sciences. Some topics to be discussed will be the nature of matter, electricity, chemical bonds, energy, motion, and the specific theory of inquiry. The students will gain experiences in writing reports, laboratory usage, and working in small groups.
SC151 & 152  Earth Science -- A & B
PRERQUISITE:  none   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 9, 10, 11, 12
DESCRIPTION:  Earth Science is the study of the structure of the planet earth, astronomy and meteorology. It is a combination of lecture and lab activities with an emphasis on the lab activities.
 SC201 & 202  Biology I  -- A & B
PRERQUISITE:  none   
REQUIRED: Required beginning with the class of 2007.  Elective for previous years.
DESCRIPTION:  Biology is the scientific study of living things. The emphasis in this course is the study of human biology. Topics will include: human evolution and diversity, growth and development, genetics and inheritance, and ecological concepts, especially how man fits into the environment. Experiments and analysis of scientific experiments are conducted daily, with emphasis on group and team work.
SC251  Ecology -- A or B
PRERQUISITE:  none   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 10, 11, 12
DESCRIPTION:  Ecology is a class in which the relationships within the environment will be studied. These studies will include the causes and solutions to problems we face today and in the future, biomes, and human interactions with the environment
SC301 & 302  Chemistry -- A & B
PRERQUISITE:  Algebra I (Math 201 & 202) IPS (SCI 101 & 102)  
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 10, 11, 12
DESCRIPTION:  The following are covered in this course: the metric system, measurement, density/specific gravity, percentage composition, and the mole concept. The second semester continues with the following: Chemical nomenclature, writing formulas, balancing equations, advanced mole theory, atomic structure, the periodic table, and chemical bonding.
SC311 & 312  Biology II -- A & B
PRERQUISITE:  Biology I (SCI 201 & 202)   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 10, 11, 12
DESCRIPTION:  First quarter: Microbiology, i.e., the role of viruses, bacteria, and fungi in man’s                   everyday life. Basic microbial techniques of culturing, staining, and identifying organisms will be stressed. Recombinant DNA techniques will be introduced.

Second quarter: Botany, i.e., a survey of the plant kingdom will receive major emphasis. Common evolutionary relationships and structures will be studied. Additional topics: beneficial uses of plants, classification techniques, asexual reproductive techniques (cloning).

Third quarter: Zoology, i.e., a survey of the animal kingdom will receive major emphasis. Common evolutionary relationships and structures will be studied. Laboratory exercises include: dissection of organisms, culturing organisms, and statistical analysis of biological data.

Fourth quarter: Freshwater Ecology, i.e., the study of ecological relationships, with emphasis on freshwater habitats will receive major emphasis. Laboratory experiences include: identification of freshwater plants and animals, sampling techniques, characteristics of ponds and streams, and identification of pollutants
SC321  & 322 Physiology – A & B
PRERQUISITE:  Biology I (201 & 202)   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 10, 11, 12, alternates every other year with anatomy
DESCRIPTION:  Physiology is the first year of human anatomy and physiology that includes the topics of: body systems, terms and directions, tissues, skeletal system, muscular system, nervous system, and circulatory system. The course is a combination of lectures and lab activities that prepares the student for a higher level of human anatomy and physiology courses. It is recommended for students interested in any health related field and/or in just learning the parts and functions of the human body.
SC331 & 332 Anatomy – A & B
PRERQUISITE:  Biology I (SCI 201 & 202)   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 10, 11, 12, alternates every other year with physiology
DESCRIPTION:  Anatomy is the second year of human anatomy and physiology that includes the topics of: respiration, digestion, electrolyte balance, nutrition, metabolism, and human reproduction. It is a combination of lecture and lab activities designed to prepare the student for more advances in human science courses. It is recommended for students interested in any health field and/or in just learning the parts and functions of the human body. Anatomy and Physiology can be taken in any order.

SC 401 & 402 Physics – A & B

Pre-requisite: 

Elective:  Grades 10,11,12

Description:  Physics:  Studies matter and motion.  It will include using equations of motion and Newton's Laws.  We also look at Heat, Thermodynamics, and the concept of vibrations and waves.  We will spend some time on Electric Forces, Electrical Energy, and Electricity.
Social studies department

SS120  World History -- A or B
PRERQUISITE:  None   
REQUIRED: Requiredfor grade 9
DESCRIPTION:  A study of the world from Prehistory to the Renaissance. Special emphasis will be placed on how ancient civilizations like the Greeks and Romans have shaped later civilizations and the world today. The Middle Ages will intensively be studied as well. Other topics include: Renaissance writers and artists; The Protestant Reformation; Scientific Revolution; World Exploration; English Civil War; American Revolution; French Revolution; Age of Napoleon; Rise of Islam; Industrial Revolution; Unification of Italy and Germany; and various other world cultures and selected topics.  Current events will be discussed daily.
SS130  Cultural Geography -- A or B
PRERQUISITE:  none 
REQUIRED: Required for grade 9
DESCRIPTION: Students will learn about countries relationship in the world.  This will include their geographic position, cultural identity, and current news about them.  Possible areas of instruction could include Latin America, Asia, Middle East, Russia and the former Soviet Union, Europe, and Africa.’
SS200  Economics -- A or B
PRERQUISITE:  None   
REQUIRED Elective (Starting with Class of 2008)

DESCRIPTION:  An introductory look at the basic economic principles, the connection between supply and demand, the stock market, and economic statistics.  Current events will be discussed periodically.
SS220 The Civil War – A or B


PREREQUISITE:  Sophomore class standing or higher


RREQUIRED:  Elective

DESCRIPTION: Students will follow major historical events that shaped the United States prior to the Civil War, during the war, and its aftermath.  Emphasis will be placed on cause and effect - reasons the Civil War took place. Topics covered include key issues of the era, major battles and key personalities such as Abraham Lincoln, Ulysses S. Grant and Robert E. Lee.  Current Events will be discussed periodically.

SS230 Sociology – A or B

PREEQUISITE: Sophomore class standing or higher

REQUIRED:  Elective

DESCRIPTION: An introductory look at basic principles of sociology including the relationships between sociological perspective, social groups/social control, social inequality, social institutions and social change.  Emphasis will be placed on sociological perspective and social change.  Current events will be discussed periodically.
SS251 & 252  Contemporary World Issues -- A & B
PRERQUISITE:  None   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 10, 11, 12
DESCRIPTION:  current topics such as Terrorism, Global Business and Trade, War and Peace in the Middle East, and a look beyond the 20th Century.  Research Projects will be utilized to add emphasis to the major 20th Century themes.  Both national and local current events will be studied daily.
SS301 & 302  U.S. History -- A & B
PRERQUISITE:  None   
REQUIRED: Required for grade 11
DESCRIPTION:  The student will follow the major historical events that shaped the U.S.A: The American Revolution, the development of Democracy, Sectionalism, the Civil War, Reconstruction, World War I, the 1920’s, the Great Depression and World War II.  Emphasis will be placed on cause and effect- how the major events in our history have influenced the formation of our country, i.e., the American Indians, Constitutional Development, the Wild, Wild West, Industrialization, Culture of the 20’s and 30’s, the Space Age, Civil Rights, Modern Economy, Foreign Policy, Population, Social Movements, and Popular Culture.
SS400  American Government – A or B
PRERQUISITE:  None   
REQUIRED: Required for grade 12
DESCRIPTION:  Study of the political structure of federal, state, and local governments.  Emphasis is placed on the study of the Declaration of Independence, the U.S. Constitution, the Illinois Constitution, and the U.S. Flag.  This course includes the Consitiution Test.  Passing the Constitution Test is a graduation requirement.
SS250 Survey of World War II- 


PREREQUISITE:Grade 10 or Above

DESCRIPTION: the origins, course, and long-range effects of the war in both the European and Pacific theaters of operations and the connections between them.
origins of World War II, the legacy of World War I, the rise of the dictators, the road to war, Germany's march of conquest, globalization of the war, war in the Atlantic, the allied bombing offensive, the home fronts, and the triumph of the allies.

SS       Vietnam War – 


PREREQUISITE: Grade 10 or Above


DESCRIPTION:  Students will follow major historical events that shaped the United States prior to the Vietnam War, during the war, and its aftermath.  Emphasis will be placed on cause and effect - reasons the Vietnam War took place. Topics covered include key issues and key personalities of the War.

Recent US History – 

PREREQUISITE:  Grade 10 or Above



DESCRIPTION:  Emphasis will be placed on the Post-War World and America, the “Cold War” Era, the Fifties, the Vietnam Conflict, the Civil Rights Movement, the Seventies, Eighties, and Ninties.  Emphasis will be placed on studying American foreign policy from 1900-1916, World War I, The Roaring Twenties, The Depression and the New Deal, and an extensive look at World War II.  Major world events from 1900-1945 will be studied as well.
OTHER CREDIT OFFERINGS

HE101  Health  -- A or B
PRERQUISITE:  none   
REQUIRED: Required for grade 10
DESCRIPTION:  A continued study of human health including units on consumer health, nutrition, mental health, drugs, alcohol, tobacco, personal health, control of diseases, first aid, human ecology and health, and human growth and development
RE100  Resource -- A &/OR B
PRERQUISITE:  Current IEP and consent of instructor   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 9,10,11,12
DESCRIPTION:  This is a course in which a variety of life skills, study skills, and self-advocacy techniques will be discussed.  Students will be required to participate in daily discussions and complete assignments regarding such subjects as: job skills, social skills, money and consumer skills, dealing with given situations and life skills reading techniques.  Students will also be required to use available time to complete given assignments from other classes
ta500  Teacher’s Assistance -- A & B A or B
PRERQUISITE:  Consent of administration and supervising instructor   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 10,11, 12
DESCRIPTION:  “TA” class, as it is called, is available to those students that wish to gain experience in helping others.  Students enrolled will help the supervising instructor in the classroom or office areas with clerical procedures, or other tasks associated with the work area.  Generally speaking, a “TA” class will be prearranged through the counselor  prior to registration.  This is a credit/no credit class.
Z401 & 402  Diversified Occupations (Co-Op) -- A & B
PRERQUISITE:  Supervisor’s verification of employment/paperwork   
REQUIRED: Elective for grades 11, 12
DESCRIPTION:  (Co-Op) Diversified occupations is an instructional program which combines learning experiences gained through regularly scheduled supervised employment in the community and vocationally oriented in-school instruction.  The employing community serves as a laboratory where students have an opportunity to apply the principle and practices they have learned in school and the changing world of work.  Diversified occupations is a general term used to describe various types of cooperative plan programs, specifically designed to prepare youth for occupations in proportion to the distribution of employment and career opportunities. A qualified interrelated coordinator is responsible for supervision.  Written training agreements and individual student training plans are developed and agreed upon by the employer, student, and coordinator.  The coordinator, student, and employer, assume compliance with federal, state, and local laws and regulations.  Students interested in diversified occupations, would still have to enroll in regular classes for the full day of attendance in case this option did not materialize.  The procedure for DO would be to apply for this option, go through the application, interview, and screening process, justify that the cooperative employment does relate to their vocational track and be accepted to participate in the program.  If participation is denied, the student would remain in the courses previously signed up for.  AFTER THE EMPLOYMENT AGREEMENT IS FINALIZED, ANY STUDENT WHO DOES NOT FULFILL HIS PART OF THE AGREEMENT AND IS TERMINATED BY HIS CO-OP EMPLOYER MAY RECEIVE AN ‘F’ IN THE CLASS AND MAY RECEIVE NO CREDIT FOR THE ENROLLED SEMESTER.
