Conduct Rules and Explanations

Rule 1: Students shall not behave in a way that disturbs any classroom.

If a student’s behavior or clothing causes the teacher to stop teaching and handle the problem, the student keeps the teacher from doing his or her job and keeps the other students from learning. 

Rule 2: Students shall not bother, put down, threaten, scare, or abuse others when speaking to them. Students will not speak or write “cuss words.” They will never demand money from other pupils for any reason. 

Rule 3: Students shall not physically hurt other pupils or harm their property.


Students will not hurt other people by pushing, tripping, hitting, slapping, jabbing, punching, hip-blocking, or doing anything else to cause embarrassment or pain. They will not damage or take anyone else’s property.

Rule 4: Students shall not refuse to do what adults tell them to do. 


At school, the teachers and principal take the place of the students’ parents.  Pupils must obey the adults who are responsible for them. Cheating violates this rule and will result in an automatic “F” grade for any assignment or test. Cheating may also result in further punishment for the student.
